They have also been
informed that in the future a member of platform staff at Oxted station will be wearing a body
camera to record any inappropriate behaviour and information may then be passed on to
Oxted School or the British Transport Police.

Please speak to your son/daughter about the necessity for them to respect other rail users
and to be polite and well-mannered at all times as they are representing Oxted School on
their way to and from school. Please discuss the risks of silly behaviour on or near trains,
railway lines or stations and impress on them the need to be vigilant and report any concerning
incidents to their House team immediately.
